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continues&to grow, by GodÕs grace.  
The AbortionNo.org website affords us the 
means by which we can reach even into 
ÒclosedÓ countries.  In the past month alone, 
we have been contacted by pro-lifers from 
Australia, Venezuela, the Philippines, Malawi, 
and more countries, asking for our help or 
telling us how our resources and educational 
approach have assisted them.

We are honored to give some encouraging 
reports from our afÞ liates. 

CBR-Sweden

CBR-Sweden launched their Church Campaign 
on September 7 at the Pentecostal Church of 
Jšnkšping.   This church was carefully selected 
because the church has a man they have sent out as a 
ÒmissionaryÓ who is an abortionist.  

The Church Campaign generated media attention and 
also a heated debate in the blog-world.  SwedenÕs 
biggest Christian newspaper ran a front-page story 
and an editorial.  An article was also published in the 
Jšnkšping newspaper. CBR-Sweden carefully crafted an  
11-page document for their website which explains the 
biblical foundation for what they are doing, the history 
of social reform, and a description of their conversations 
with the church leadership.  www.abortnej.se   

There are key Christian leaders that support CBR-
SwedenÕs Church Campaign, including:  the chairman 
of the Evangelical Baptists, the General Secretary of the 
Swedish Evangelical Alliance, and the leader of the 
biggest Charismatic church in Sweden.

On the Sunday of the campaign launch, the pastor came 
out to greet the CBR-Sweden staff and volunteers.  Exec-
utive Director Mats Selander began to talk with him and 
asked him about the abortionist in his church.  The pastor 
replied, ÒI feel comfortable with N.N.Õs (the abortion-
istÕs) ethical view on thisÓ  Mats followed up with, ÒSo 
you feel comfortable with N.N. performing abortions?Ó  

The pastor responded, ÒYES, I FEEL COMFORTABLE 
WITH N.N. PERFORMING ABORTIONS.Ó

Mats was scheduled to do a radio debate the following 
week with the pastor. Mats is a gentle and kind Christian 
man, so before the debate he called the pastor and said 
he felt uncomfortable that as Christian brothers they 
were about to confront each other in the eyes of the 
world.  Mats gave the pastor a way out, saying, ÒWe can 
both tell this journalist that weÕd rather have our discus-
sion in another forum.Ó  The pastor said he wanted to 
think about it.  After half an hour he sent Mats a text 
message that read, ÒMeet you on the radio.Ó 

Reporting on the radio debate, Mats told us, ÒI nailed 
him.Ó  On air, Mats quoted the pastorÕs statement about 
the abortionist ÒmissionaryÓ in his church; he sensed the 
pastor panicked at that moment.  Mats emphasized that 
this was not just an individual that attends the church, 
but he told the pastor, ÒYou have put your name on this 
man, since you send him out as a missionary to rep-
resent your church.Ó Mats pressed the pastor further, 
ÒYouÕve been silent about this now for 1.5 years. But 
you need to explain why you have an abortionist on staff 
in your church.Ó (Mats Selander, September 11, 2008)

CBR’S REPRODUCTIVE CHOICE CAMPAIGN (RCC) 
trucks made their Þ rst venture into the Lone Star State in 
September, driving through Houston, San Antonio, 
Austin and Dallas.  The last time CBR did a Texas 
outreach was a Genocide Awareness Project outside the 
Alamodome in July 1998. 

CBR Missouri/Kansas spearheaded this RCC tour.  Peggy 
Espinda, Darren Kaufman and Bubba Garrett assisted 
Regional Director Bill Calvin in driving the RCC trucks 
from Kansas City to Texas and back.  God provided local

Throughout the summer, CBR-Europe held Stop Geno-
cide displays at music festivals around Slovakia.  They 
reached thousands of youths and adults with the message 
that abortion is genocide.

CBR-Russia (www.abortu.net) is now training local 
pro-life groups to do independent GAP displays. Groups 
of volunteers are organizing to do CBR-style displays 
in their regions.  Irkutsk now has a complete set of GAP 
signs and sets are being made for Khabarovsk and 
Belgorod.   

Director Vadim Zharov also gives this exciting news: 

Our representatives in Georgia prepare for 
translation of all signs in the Georgian language. 
In November we plan exhibitions in two large 
churches of Moscow. We shall have the Þ rst 
experience of dialogue with this audience. Next 
week we go with exhibitions to Krasnoyarsk. 
We shall continue work at universities.

An NBC-TV reporter in Austin told us, ÒTo prepare for 
our interview I put your website (AbortionNo.org) on 
a large screen our whole newsroom can see.  When the 
Choice Blues abortion video played, everyone working 
in the newsroom was stunned.Ó     

The tour ended in Dallas.  Bill Calvin reported in the 
CBR Missouri/Kansas September newsletter:

The Statesman-American news story put our 
Texas campaign over a Ôtipping point.Õ This led 
to a Ôperfect stormÕ of media coverage of RCC 
in Texas.  As we traveled from Austin to Dallas, 
there were 30 stories on Þ ve different TV stations 
in both cities over a three-day period.  KLIF 
talk radio in Dallas told me they scheduled the 
RCC interview to coincide with a day when their 
audience size is measured. Just one news story 
at 9 PM on FOX-TV in Dallas was watched in 
153,443 homes.   

A 45-year-old woman was crying next to our truck sign 
in Dallas and told Bill Calvin, ÒI aborted my child when 
I was 16, and I am still in therapy because of it.  Thank 
you for showing these pictures so young women today 
can avoid what I am going through.Ó 

A follow-up RCC and Genocide Awareness Project 
(GAP) tour is being planned for Texas in early 2009.  
If the Lord wills, weÕd like to see a CBR Texas ofÞ ce 
established.

pro-lifers in each community to house and feed our staff 
and to help identify busy travel routes. 

We began Òdriving our pro-life message homeÓ to Texans 
on September 8 in support of the Houston Coalition for 
LifeÕs protests at the Planned Parenthood remodel site. 
Their plan is to make the largest late-term abortion facility 
in the Western Hemisphere.  

Our trucks traveled on to San Antonio and there circled 
the historic Alamo.  Later that day, a 19-year-old mother 
sent us this message: 

Today, two ÔAbortionNO.orgÕ vans circled the 
Alamo right in front of my workplace; I was 
shocked and knew I had to log onto the site.É 
I wanted to come on here to express my outrage 
but instead was surprised to have changed my 
mind while watching your videoÉI have a one-
month-old son. Today was the Þ rst time in my life 
that I have ever seen an abortion video. I had con-
sidered abortion in my early pregnancy.  It hurts to 
admit that now but IÕm glad your website exists. 
(San Antonio, TX, Sept. 12, 2008 web survey)

We didnÕt know Hurricane Ike would hit during this 
tour, but we trust that God wanted evacuees to see our 
message.  On our second day in San Antonio, crowds 
of pedestrians walking near the Alamo and River Walk 
swelled four-fold due to the heavy inß ux of evacuees 
ß eeing Hurricane Ike. 

The RCC trucks moved on to Austin where they reached 
many of the 50,000 students at the University of Texas 
on Guadalupe Street, known as ÒThe Drag.Ó

Before the tour, we alerted Texas law enforcement 
ofÞ cials of our pending arrival and ÒremindedÓ (educated) 
them of our First Amendment right to travel public 
streets.  Our aborted-baby photographs on the trucks 
generated so much controversy in Austin that City 
Councilman Mike Martinez tried to get the police to 
chase us out of town, saying, ÒI disagree with their 
message.Ó  Austin Police Chief Art AcevedoÕs spokes-
woman quickly reminded the councilman that our 
campaign falls under the protection of the First 
Amendment.  MartinezÕs failed attempt to censor our 
message resulted in an Austin Statesman-American story 
headlined ÒControversial Mobile Billboards are Protected
