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CBR-Europe Holds Royal Mail Responsible
For Honoring Abortion Pioneer

WE EAGERLY HELPED OUR COLLEAGUES IN
England give a bold response to the appalling, just-re-
leased Royal Mail stamp that honors Marie Stopes. Mrs.
Stopes lived in early 20th century England (1880-1958),
and her life mirrors Margaret Sanger and her devilish
work in the U.S. We provided CBR-UK with photo-
graphs of tiny abortion victims surrounding Marie
Stopes’ image on the Royal Mail stamp. (For more
information on Stopes and the stamp, see:_http:/www.

Marie Stopes International (www.mariestopes.org) is an
international promoter of abortion with abortion clinics
in 38 countries (compared to Planned Parenthood’s 17
international projects). This is also the organization with
abortion ships which anchor off shore from countries
like Ireland where abortion is illegal and defy the laws
by inviting women to come on board to kill their unborn
children.

CBR-Europe’s Nov. 14 press release announced the
public protest in which they will use signs with the
abortion victims on the stamp:

Center for Bio-Ethical Reform is mobilising the
public to demand withdrawal of the Marie Stopes
Stamp by launching an online petition and orga-
nising a protest on Sunday 16th Nov at 2 p.m. at
the Parliament Square.

The protest entitled “ROYAL MAIL CEL-
EBRATES A HITLER ADMIRER!” will be
calling for the immediate withdrawal of the Marie
Stopes stamp and a public apology on behalf of
Royal Mail.

Marie Stopes was an eugenicist and Hitler sym-
pathiser. She also called for the forced sterilisa-
tion of “inferior” groups of people and decried
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Marie Stopes Stamp - CBR-UK wants people to know the
abortion legacy of Marie Stopes who was commemorated
when the Royal Mail issued a stamp with her image in
October. We added a few finishing touches so CBR-UK can
educate people about abortion while protesting the stamp.

GAP Trumps OPro-ChoiceO Day at NKU

IRONICALLY, The Genocide Awareness Project (GAP)
came to Northern Kentucky University (NKU) on April
9, their “Pro-choice Day”, bringing home the reality of
“Choice” to students. Our large photo-mural display was
sponsored by the student club Northern Right to Life
(NRTL). Club president, Katie Walker, invited GAP to
NKU after their Cemetery of the Innocents was destroyed
in April 2006. The school newspaper reported on the of-
fending professor’s audacious act; The Associated Press,
Newsmax, and many bloggers picked up the story.

NewsMax.com reported that “A college professor has
been put on leave and will retire at the end of the semes-
ter after admitting she told students to destroy an anti-
abortion display on campus.” (“Prof. Told Students to
Destroy Pro-Life Crosses,”April 17, 2006)

Sally Jacobsen led graduate students to the display of
400 crosses which represented the 4,000 American
babies killed each day saying, “I did, outside of class
during the break, invite students to express their free-
dom-of-speech rights to destroy the display if they
wished to,” Jacobsen said. The pro-life students pressed
charges against her and then decided it was time for a
tougher abortion display on campus.

The GAP display was erected by CBR Midwest on
April 9-10 on the University Center Plaza. The student
newspaper, The Northerner, interviewed CBR Midwest
Region Director, Mark Harrington. He explained that
“the goal of GAP is to raise awareness that abortion is
equal to or worse than any other crime against human-

ity.” (thenortherner.com, “Pro-life Display Provokes
Shock,” Aprill6, 2008)

The Northerner also interviewed Students for Choice
President Alex Kindell. She admitted “that the display
garnered attention. ...” and “‘It had an emotionally
devastating impact on women, on ethnic minorities, and
other people as well.”” Why would our photos have a
“devastating impact” on anyone? Obviously, the truth
of our photos and the powerful genocide comparisons
strike at the consciences of students who take a few mo-
ments to contemplate our display.

GAP at More Kentucky Universities

CBR SOUTHEAST coordinated our Genocide Aware-
ness Project at two other Kentucky universities. We
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made a third visit to University of Kentucky (UK) on
April 2-3 and a Prst-time visit to Transylvania University
(Transy) on April 4. Both campuses are in Lexington,
Kentucky.

The sponsoring student group at Transy was Pioneers for
Life. In spite of a loud group of students who protested
against our display, others were open to the message

of GAP. A 20-year-old female student told our staff,
“Thanks for talking to me so rationally and respectfully.

I wasn’t going to ask any questions because I thought this
was some pushy religious group who didn’t have reason.
What you’ve told me makes a lot of sense. I’ve never
thought about it this way. [ will go and talk to my friends
who I think need to hear this.”
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“I’m a staunch liberal. ... I agreed with GAP. I feel the same way that
they do about the issue of abortion... I found immense value in the

Another student was quoted in the student newspaper:
“...I’m a staunch liberal. Left of liberal. Proud feminist
and preservationist. Democratic Socialist, if the truth

be told, but on Friday morning, I agreed with GAP. I
feel the same way that they do about the issue of abortion,
but more importantly, I found immense value in the
‘Abortion as Genocide’ argument.” (Samantha Robin-
son, The RamblerApril 10, 2008.)

One-third of the Transy faculty opposed GAP in an op-ed
letter to The Ramblewhich was signed by 31 professors
at this Disciples of Christ-afPliated college. They wrote
that “comparing the destruction of barely developed
fetuses and embryos with the killing of highly devel-
oped people and the annihilation of established social
collectives also trivializes the deaths of those who have
perished in real genocides...” They didn’t stop there, but
went on to applaud those who choose abortion as having
“good judgment” stating, ““...terminating pregnancies
through abortion is in many cases the responsible and
morally proper thing to do. In short, abortion is not only
often permissible, it is also often respectable.” (The
Rambler April 10, 2008.)

Thankfully, our graphic display cuts through the outra-
geous rhetoric of such professors and shows students
the exact nature of abortion. Students can then decide if
abortion is “respectable.”

In contrast to pro-abort academics, our display resonated
with many of the 26,648 University of Kentucky students,
some of whom had faced genocide in their own families.
A female student told our staff, “My grandma survived
the Armenian Genocide and she is why I am here. 1
understand your comparison.” Patrick, a psychology
major and refugee from the Congo was amazed by the
GAP pictures and related to them because his mother
was killed in the Congo conf3ict when she was only 41.
He said, “Students here ... don’t have any real idea that
these things exist. They don’t know the real value of one
human life.”

The editorial board of the school newspaper editorialized
against GAP. This prompted a response by the President
of our sponsoring group, UK Students for Life:

The Editorial Board says that the pictures
do not encourage conversation or intellectual
discourse. Question for the Board: Where
were you? For two solid days, we spoke with
hundreds of people who wanted to talk with us
about abortion. Nobody who wished to discuss
the topic was turned away. Next time, put on a
raincoat and join us. (Jean Jaindl, KY Kerne)
April 18, 2008)

Students like Jean give us hope for the next generation
of pro-life leaders.

Eduardo Verastigui (Bella star) Saves Babies
with CBR video footage

A REMAKE OF THE SPANISH ABORTION VIDEO
“Dura Realidad” has been produced by Bella movie star
Eduardo Verastigui. (See www.durarealidad.com for
both Spanish and English versions). “Dura Realidad”
was created by Hispanics for Life in the early 1990’s
after CBR gave them the rights to use the video footage
from our pioneering “Hard Truth”video.

We are delighted that God is using Mr. Verastigui’s star
status to reach Hispanic women with the message the
abortion is killing their children and at a much higher
rate than the babies of non-Hispanic white women. We
received a tremendous report from John Anthony, Coor-
dinator of 40 Days for Life, Los Angeles, regarding what
occurred on Sept. 27, 2008.

40 Days for Life prayer warriors and regular sidewalk
counselors were blessed when Eduardo Verastegui and
his friends joined them at the busiest abortion mill in
L.A. (Family Planning Associates on 6th and Westmo-
reland). Eduardo counseled, prayed and encouraged
women “to choose LIFE for their babies, with love,
tenderness, humility and compassion” for four hours.
They referred the women to a nearby pro-life center, Los
Angeles Pregnancy Services (LAPS). “Five babies were
saved that morning!”

Amazingly, eight nurses came outside the mill to meet
Eduardo and he gave them as a copy of “Dura Reali-
dad.” May God convict them of their sins so they repent
and Pnd respectable jobs!
