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GAP at Appalachian State University

CBR’S GENOCIDE AWARENESS PROJECT visited
Appalachian State University in Boone, NC, for the Prst
time on April 23-24, 2008. This university with 16,610
students enrolled was totally unprepared for our pow-
erful photo mural display which compares the atrocity of
abortion with other recognized forms of genocide. ZOE
Students for Life accepted the challenge to sponsor our
presence on their campus.

Here is some of the feedback we received from students
who visited the GAP display:

“Glad you guys are out here to present the other side; we
need both sides presented to make decisions. A lot of
times you only hear the pro-choice side.” (Male student)

“This is gutsy! I like it. It’s so gutsy! Not many people
are doing this!!”

“I’ve always been indifferent towards abortion. But I’ve
never seen these pictures. It’s wrong. You’ve got one [a
convert].” (George, student)

Equipping International Pro-lifers

AMERICA REMAINS A BATTLEGROUND on the issue
of abortion, but for many other countries, there has been no
meaningful dialogue on abortion. Particularly in commu-
nist or formerly communist countries, it has been a “way of

life.”

We are blessed to help brave souls like Vadim in Russia,
who is up against incredible odds, but who worships the
same Lord we serve and who has stepped out in faith.

‘If he is alive and he is human, then no justi-
fication for abortion is necessary or adequate,
because he’s no different than my four-year-old.

Monika J. Flaschka, a doctoral candidate in the
department of history and a self-proclaimed “pro-choice
feminist” wrote an opinion piece in which she gave many
complaints about GAP: “...my body is mine to con-
trol...” and “the use of gratuitously violent pictures” and
“the appropriation of the suffering of others, specifically
the victims of the Holocaust and Jim Crow segregation,”
etc. She invoked her position “as a genocide scholar” to
criticize our use of the word “genocide.” Unfortunately,
her scholarship has not kept up with the evolving use of
language, specifically the current meaning of genocide.
She wrote:

The word genocide has a very specific definition,
written by a man who lost over 40 of his relatives
to the Holocaust, and agreed upon in 1948 by the
United Nations Convention on the Prevention
and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide in the
wake of the Nazi atrocities of the Second World
War. The most important aspect of the definition
for our purposes is: ° ... acts committed with the
intent to destroy, in whole or in part, a national,
ethnical [sic], racial or religious group...’

Women who have abortions have no intent to
destroy a definable, immutable group—there is
no group. There is no group of unborn children,
with a set of characteristics common to all,
which would make them a group that could be
destroyed through genocide. (Daily Kent Stater,
Op-ed, “Pro-lifers Need to Act as they Speak,”
April 15, 2008)

Frederick Walz, The Campus Right to Life adviser,
responded with a well-written letter which helped clarify
confusion Ms. Flaschka may have created for students
who wanted to focus more on the definition of genocide
than the horror of abortion (the real purpose of our
display). We quote, in part:

Ms. Flaschka objects to the term genocide being
applied to legalized abortion in this country since
mothers do not intend to eliminate this whole
group of human beings. I don’t know the inten-
tions of the concentration camp workers who
actually gassed Jews but it is clear they were
involved in genocide sponsored by the Nazi
regime. Perhaps referring to legalized abortion
as “genocide” is somewhat hyperbolic, as was
the case for its use in describing Pol Pot’s killing
fields; nevertheless, I think its use is justified to
alert us to remedy this moral horror in our free
society. (Daily Kent Stater, “Genocide, Abortion

The genocide connection resonated with many students,
including a male ROTC student who told us, “I never
made the connection between abortion and genocide
until GAP came. Thank you.”

The campus television station, TV2, began their broad-
cast on GAP with this statement: “The following video
is graphic in nature and may be disturbing to some
viewers.” This language mirrors that of television
broadcasters around the country which cover our
Reproductive “Choice” Campaign trucks. Yes, the
photos are graphic because abortion is an act of violence
which kills a baby. So why is it legal in America?

You can count on CBR to stay the course until abortion
is no longer legal.
